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Speeding and reckless driving: Ensuring that our roads are safer for
everyone is my top priority. To do this, we have adopted a three-pronged
approach of enforcement, education, and engineering. We are implementing
hundreds of traffic calming measures, including over 300 speed humps and
illuminated stop signs throughout Dearborn to slow traffic down. We worked
hard to bring back the 19th District Court’s Traffic School program to educate
those who violate the rules of the road, and we're doubling down on traffic
enforcement. Last year alone, we issued more than 25,000 traffic tickets for
speeding and reckless driving.

Excellent public services: My administration and | are committed

to delivering excellent public services for all Dearborn residents. From
implementing a streamlined 311 call center that's 24/7, launching a new City
website, completing major upgrades at parks, ensuring free access to pools
for those 13 and under, and supporting residents and businesses through our
licison programs, we are dedicated to making it easier to live in our city, all
without raising taxes.

Clean streets and property maintenance: This year, my
administration added more staff to our Clean Streets Crew and Neighborhood
Services Division to ensure that our parks, public spaces, and neighborhoods
are well-maintained. We have also increased dollars towards tree trimming,
maintenance, and replacement to keep Dearborn’s tree canopy green,
healthy, and growing, for years to come.

Health-in-All-Policies: since coming into office, my administration
and | have prioritized implementing a health-in-all-policies approach. This
means that the City takes into account the impacts that every one of our
decisions has on the public and environmental health of our community.
From community programming to road construction, we make sure that
public health is at the center of the policies and programs led by the City of
Dearborn.

Neighborhood walks: in 2024, | launched a program to routinely

walk through Dearborn’s neighborhoods with a team of City staff. These
neighborhood walks have since become a tradition and a unique opportunity
to pick up trash, review property maintenance, and meet with residents

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FLOOD PREPAREDNESS

The City continues to work on addressing flooding,
investing over $25 million in preparedness efforts,
including by completing a multi-year study of Dearborn’s
storm and sewer system. Since the start, the Public Works
team has been hard at work delivering solutions for flood
preparedness, including removing over 50 log jams across
the Rouge River. This lowered river levels by over one foot,
increasing capacity and flow and reducing flood risk

to Dearborn.

The department is also rolling out a green infrastructure
plan, including installing bioswales in neighlborhoods
prone to flooding and implementing stormwater retention
systems at Dearborn parks. In addition, engineering crews
are clearing out the Colson Palmer pipeline to improve
stormwater retention and flow underground. To learn
more about the City’'s work to prepare for flooding, visit
Dearborn.gov/FloodPreparedness.

CAMP DEARBORN IMPROVEMENTS

Dearborn'’s retreat at Camp Dearborn is undergoing
renovations thanks to public input. Major improvements
are now in the works at Camp, including the addition

of new green camping cabins; new comfort stations
with restrooms, showers, and dishwashing areas; and a
central camp community space with a new bathhouse,
concessions stand.
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WARREN AVENUE TRANSFORMATION

Since taking office, Mayor Haommoud has championed
reinvestment along Warren Ave. The Warren Ave Facade
Improvement Program was launched in December 2024,
offering up to $200,000 to businesses from Greenfield

to Lonyo for exterior upgrades. Furthermore, in 2023,

with Congresswoman Rashida Tlaib’s aid, Dearborn
secured over $23 million from the U.S. Department of
Transportation’s Safe Streets for All grant to redesign and
rebuild Warren Ave to enhance safety and accessibility
along the corridor.

The transformation of the commercial corridor will result
in infrastructure improvements, safer roads, and a more
welcoming environment for pedestrians and cyclists,
making it a more vibrant space for businesses, residents,
and visitors.

NEIGHBORHOOD POOLS

The City recently completed an upgrade to the Ten Eyck,
Lapeer, and Summer Stephens neighborhood aguatic
centers, the first major renovation to the pools in more
than 70 years.



DEMOLITION AND BLIGHT REMOVAL

On Oakman Blvd, the long-vacant apartments have been
demolished to create space for new opportunities in
downtown East Dearborn.

The abandoned site of Village Plaza has undergone the
safe removal of asbestos and is slated to come down.

Furthermore, the City has gained a strong partner at
the site of the former Hyatt, with work into a vibrant
mixed-use space.

PARK UPGRADES

The Dearborn Parks & Recreation Department recently
completed multiple park upgrades, including the addition
of new and refurbished sport courts, comfort stations,
picnic tables, and equipment at select parks.

INVESTMENT IN PUBLIC SAFETY

Dearborn’s fire department has reached historic staffing
levels, and for the first time in 20 years, the police
department is fully staffed and fully funded. With more
trained officers, new equipment, and innovative community
outreach, Dearborn was ranked the second safest big city
in Michigan.

This past year, the Department of Public Health secured
at $1.5 million grant for traffic safety infrastructure. Mayor
Hammoud'’s administration is prioritizing traffic safety
using enforcement, education, and engineering.

Numerous local businesses offer high-quality, single-origin coffee, and culturally
significant experiences. They present the rich history of coffee more thoroughly than
any other city in the nation, served with the individual stories of each business and how
they came to be.

Coffee has always been central to Dearborn family life, a tradition nurtured over countless
shared brews. Dearborn’s coffee history spans centuries, originating in Yemen and parts
of the Middle East, and spreading through Europe by the 16th century. In the United States,
coffee gained popularity around the 1830s, primarily consumed at home, work, or
quick-service restaurants.

However, Dearborn’s Southend neighborhood, with its large immigrant population, was
an exception. By the mid-1900s, the area became home to about 10,000 people and
boasted seven or more dedicated coffee houses. These establishments were vital social
hubs for community, events, and leisure. The rise of franchise coffee houses in the 1990s
likely led to the closure of many of the local coffee houses. Yemeni coffee has led to a
resurgence of local coffee shops, marking the revival of Dearborn’s coffee house era and
the city’s rich coffee culture.

Today, Dearborn’s fingerprints can be found in coffee shops across the country. With the
surge in interest in single-source coffee and vertical-integration business models, like
what is found in many local shops, Dearborn’s coffee can now be enjoyed across the
United States. Yemeni coffee favorites can be ordered in Los Angeles, Chicago, and New
York, with more Dearborn-based businesses expanding across the United States at a
growing rate.

This year, the City of Dearborn and East and West Dearborn Downtown Development
Authorities will host their second Coffee Week event from Sept. 26 to Oct. 3, 2025. The
event will showcase the many cafes across the city and bring everyone together for
tastings and shared history. Dearbornites are invited to celebrate and enjoy the brews
and bites that are becoming household favorites in every corner of the U.S. at free events
throughout the week-long program.

Clear Streets, Clean Grates:

WINTER

Keep your walkways shoveled and salted to
ensure that they are clear of ice and snow in
the winter months.

When there is a snowfall of 3 inches or more,
the City will plow and salt emergency routes,
then residential streets.

If a snow emergency is called, the City will set
off warning sirens to signal to move cars off

residential streets. Parked cars will be ticketed.

WATER MAIN BREAKS

Water main breaks are more common
when there are extreme changes in outside
temperature. When a water main break
occurs, City crews must temporarily turn the
water off in the area to complete repairs.

When water service resumes at your
residence, DO NOT use the hot water before

are on your street.

the water turns CLEAR on the cold setting.
Skipping this critical step can cause serious
damage to your hot water heater. To prepare
to use the water in your home after a water
main break:

1. Turn off the cold water supply to your hot
water heater or stop using it altogether.

2. Turn the faucet/sink to cold at the lowest
point of your residence (this point might be
in your basement). You may need to remove
the aerator (metal screen) from the mouth of
your faucet when completing this step.

3. The water may be brown or discolored at
first. Continue to run the water until it turns
completely clear.

Once the water is clear, you may turn the hot
water heater supply back on (if you turned it off
initially) and/or begin using hot water as usual.
The water is safe to use for cooking, drinking,
cleaning, and bathing once clear.
