Government in Dearborn

The role of Dearborn’s government is to serve the residents, businesses,

and visitors of Dearborn in an efficient, effective, and professional manner.

The City of Dearborn is governed by a Mayor and a seven-member City
Council, all elected by the voters of Dearborn to each serve four-year
terms. The Mayor and City Council work together to govern and address
the needs of the community.

The city is also served by a city clerk and three judges who serve the 19th
District Court, all of whom are elected by the voters of Dearborn.

What the Mayor does:

The Mayor works with the city council by pro-
posing policies, budgets, and initiatives for con-
sideration. The Mayor also works closely with
more than a dozen City department directors and
their staff to ensure the delivery of Dearborn’s
high-quality public services.

What City Council does:

The City Council reviews, debates, and votes
on proposed policies from the Mayor and their
administration, ultimately deciding whether to
approve or reject them.

Voting & Elections in Dearborn

What you need to know: The City Clerk is responsible for registering
eligible voters in Dearborn and administering all local, state, and federal
elections in the city.

Voters in Dearborn have the option to vote early at the Ford Community
& Performing Arts Center, cast their vote with an absentee ballot, or vote
at their designated polling place in Dearborn on Election Day.

Before you vote: If you are eligible, register to vote or update your voter
registration at the Clerk’s Office or can register online. Before Election
Day, visit Dearborn.gov/Vote or call 313-943-2030 to learn about early
voting, request an absentee ballot, and find out where your designated
polling place is.

What the City Clerk does:

The City Clerk is an elected position for a four-
year term. They are responsible for managing
and maintaining all official City records and
administering elections and voting in Dearborn.
They also issue important documents, including
birth and death certificates, business licenses,
and various types of community permits.

What the 19th District Court does:

The 19th District Court is led by three judges who
are each elected to serve six-year terms. The
judges hear and rule on cases about traffic viola-
tions, small claims, landlord/tenant disputes, and
other criminal and civil matters.

The Dearborn Police will assist you in
reported emergencies and by keeping
our community safe, through outreach,
crime prevention, and more.

How you serve your community:

Report
suspicious activity, crime, or tips
anonymously by calling 313-943-3030.

Lock it or lose it: Keep your vehicle doors
locked and secured at all times.

Pay attention to speed limits! Drive the
speed limit.

Fire Department

How we serve you:

The Dearborn Fire Department is a
best-in-class emergency response
unit recognized by the American
Heart Association for rapid response
to medical and fire emergencies

and providing advanced life support
emergency services.

The Fire Department provides
education, outreach, and fire

code enforcement throughout the
community as a leader in emergency
management and preparedness,

fire prevention, and community
engagement. Residents can learn
more about fire safety through
Dearborn Fire’s in-school educational
program, and by requesting the
installation of smoke detectors at
home, which Dearborn Fire provides
at no additional cost.

How you serve your community:
Call 911 in any emergency.

Install working smoke and carbon monoxide
detectors in your home.

Regularly test your smoke and carbon
monoxide detectors at home to ensure that
they are working.

Pay attention to fire prevention guidelines.

Stop by the annual Fire Department Open
House to learn about fire safety and meet
Dearborn firefighters.

Something to keep in mind: The City tests
the emergency sirens on the first Saturday
of every month at 1p.m.

How you serve your community:

To avoid a ticket, make sure that we can
deliver curb-to-curb services on Public
Service Days by removing your car(s) from
residential streets.

Pay attention to Snow Emergencies and other
emergency and service alerts that may require
you to remove your vehicle from residential
streets.

Be mindful of your responsibilities for leaf, yard
waste, and snow removal requirements at your

property.

Keep trash and recycling cart lids sealed shut
and keep litter contained.

Call the City at 313-943-2500 if you see a
downed tree or branch or water main break.

Apply for a permit if you need to remove a tree
from your property and apply for a free tree
each year from the City.

Maintain and care for the free trees planted in
your easement.

Trash & Recycling Collection

How we serve you:

The City contracts a waste collection service to pick up curbside trash and
recycling from Dearborn residences every week. Each Dearborn neighborhood has
its own designated trash collection day each week.

The City will provide you with a gray cart for trash and a green cart for recycling.

How you serve your community:

Find out when your trash and recycling will be
collected weekly and what can be recycled by
visiting Dearborn.gov/Trash or calling 311.

Bag and place your trash in the gray cart only.

Place all loose recyclable items in your green
cart each week.

Make sure that the lids of your trash and recy-
cling carts are tightly sealed before collection.

Place your trash and recycling carts on the
curb of your easement no earlier than 5 p.m.
the night before and no later than 7 am. the
day of your collection.

Make sure that your trash and recycling carts
are pushed to the end of the easement (be-
tween the sidewalk and the curb of the street).

Bring your trash and recycling carts back from
the easement no later than midnight on your
scheduled trash and recycling collection day.

When it is not your scheduled trash and recy-
cling collection day, try to store your gray and
green carts out of the sight of your neighbors.

Call 311 to request a new trash or recycling cart
for a fee.




Public Service Days

How we serve you:
Between mid-March and late
December, the Dearborn Depart-

ment of Public Works (DPW) provides
weekly curb-to-curb services on each
neighborhood’s scheduled trash and
recycling day. DPW crews will perform

street cleaning, tree trimming, and

routine street and sewer maintenance
along residential streets during weekly

Public Service Days.

How you serve your community:

Keep parked vehicles off of your

residential street from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

on your scheduled Public Service Day
(trash and recycling collection day).

Residents who don't have a
driveway can park in other
places throughout the city on
their scheduled Public
Service Day.

Yard Waste

How we serve you:

The City of Dearborn provides free
yard waste collection from early
March to mid-December. The City
provides residents with a special
Yard Waste Collection sticker to
attach to reusable containers for
pick up.

During seasonal collection, yard
waste will be picked up on your
scheduled trash and recycling
collection day each week.

How you serve your community:

Call the City at 311 or visit the Dearborn Ad-
ministrative Center or Henry Ford Centennial
Library to get free City of Dearborn yard waste
stickers.

Only put yard waste in paper landscape bags
or marked 20-32 gallon containers with the
City of Dearborn yard waste sticker adhered
to the outside.

Set marked yard waste bags or containers on
your easement, between the sidewalk and the
curb of the street.

Don’t put yard waste in plastic bags, trash
carts, or recycling carts.

Don't rake yard waste into the street.

Tree Planting & Preservation

How we serve you:

The City of Dearborn - led by a team of arborists - routinely evaluates the
health of trees planted at public parks and along residential easements, and
advises on improving the tree canopy in Dearborn.

The City is responsible for removing trees that are unhealthy, dead, or at high
risk of causing significant damage and trimming existing trees to help them
grow and flourish. The City is also responsible for

planting new trees at parks and along residential easements.

The City is not responsible for trees that are on residential properties outside
of the easement, however, they are required to review permits to remove
these trees.

How you serve your community:

Take care of the tree in your easement. If it is
newly planted, make sure to water it regularly

and follow the provided instructions for its k
care.

Call the City at 311 when you see a tree that
looks unhealthy, at risk of causing damage, has
branches that may need to be trimmed, or is

downed.

Avoid downed trees and large tree limbs. Call
the City right away for help with clean up.

Fill out and submit a Tree Removal permit if
you would like to remove a tree from your
property that is not on your easement.

Take advantage of the City's free tree program!

Water, Sewer, & Road
Services

How we serve you:

The City of Dearborn Department

of Public Works maintains the City’s
water, sewer, and city roadways.
Water and sewer services and main-
tenance are managed in partnership
with the Great Lakes Water Authority
(GLWA).

The City also works with Wayne
County and the State of Michigan
to maintain roads, as not all roads in
Dearborn are owned and operated
by the City. DPW also oversees the
maintenance and upkeep of
residential sidewalks, in partnership
with Dearborn residents.

How you serve your community:

Call the City at 311if you see a water main
break. (If you see the break before 8 a.m., after
5 p.m., or on the weekends, call 313-943-2100
instead.)

Keep your sidewalk neat, tidy, and free of yard
waste, ice, weeds, and other debris or objects
that could present a safety issue for others.

Pay close attention to detours during road
construction and watch out for the safety of
workers.



Home & Property
Maintenance

How we serve you:

Public Service Days to support street cleaning, tree
trimming and planting, trash and recycling collection,
sidewalk maintenance and replacement, and other
essential curb-to-curb services.

Support from the City's Economic Development
Department with the permitting process, inspections,
and plan review for home and construction projects.

A team of property maintenance code enforcement
officers, who educate residents on property
upkeep and assist with concerns.

Pet and human-safe outdoor pest control services
through the City’s Vector Control team.

Seasonal City Beautiful Commission awards programs
for excellence in property maintenance and outdoor
decorations.

Notice of Violation

If you don’t follow City property maintenance guidelines,
you might receive a Notice of Violation from the City.

This is a warning that is issued by the City before they
may issue a ticket. If you receive a notice of violation,
you will be given a reasonable amount of time to resolve
the cited issue and respond to the City with a photo
proving that you have resolved the property issue in
time. This will be explained on the paper informing you of
the notice of violation.

If you don’t respond in time, the City will charge a fee to
administrative costs associated with hiring contractors

or staff to resolve the issue at your property.

Property Maintenance

Requirements
How you serve your community: m  Keep your grass cut to 6 inches or less at all
times.
Take great care of your home, property, and alleys by following all
property maintenance requirements and avoid receiving a property
maintenance violation from the City.

Make sure that the edges of our lawn are neat and
nicely maintained.

Apply for a permit and thoroughly follow the permit and inspection
process for home improvement projects and construction, regard-
less of whether you or a contractor are completing the project.

Remove all weeds around your property, including
from the fencelines, sidewalk cracks, and alleys.

Don't store indoor furniture, appliances, or junk on
Contact the City first to apply for a permit before putting in a fence. your porch, lawn, or backyard.
Don't park on your lawn! Keep cars, motorcycles,
and bicycles in your driveway or garage.

If you do receive a citation for a property maintenance violation,
quickly work to resolve the issue and contact the City with ques-
tions.
Pick up litter and animal waste on your property,
Contact the City if you need support with home and property even if it comes from somewhere else.
upkeep. Resources and programs are available.
Prevent pests like rats, raccoons, and coyotes
from visiting your property by keeping food
inside, removing excess water from above-ground
pools and fountains, and filling in empty holes
around your property.

Adjust your maintenance habits for the season:
clean up leaves and yard waste from your lawn in
the fall, shovel snow and ice from your sidewalk
in the winter, and pay attention to the start of
mowing season in the spring.

Do | need a permit?

Permits are required for nearly every type of project

in Dearborn, from building additions and putting in an
in-ground pool, to redoing your kitchen and renovating
your bathroom. If you're repairing something structural,
electric, or mechanical in your home; making changes
to plumbing or electrical; or putting in a new hot water
heater or furnace, you will need a permit before you get
started.

You don't need a permit for interior painting, roofing,
flooring, and window projects.

Call the City at
311 for more information and assistance.
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Dogs
City of Dearborn services:

m Fee-based, members-only dog park
for Dearborn residents with dogs
who are licensed with the City.

How you serve your community:

Register your dog for a dog license through
the City Clerk’s office.

Pick up after your animals around your
property, on sidewalks, roadways, and at
City parks to keep things clean and tidy for
others.

Don't walk your pets without a leash,
regardless of whether you're walking down
the sidewalk or at a City park.

Make sure that pets are contained inside
your home or, if outside, behind a securely
locked fence if they are not on a leash.

How to Register Your Dog with the City

What you need to know: The City Clerk's
Office keeps a record of all licensed dogs
in Dearborn. Licenses must be renewed
annually by March 31 for a $10 fee.

Get started: Register your dog with proof
of vaccinations at the City Clerk’s Office,
located at the Dearborn Administrative
Center, as soon as possible.

Other Four-Legged Friends

Cats, rodents, and other pets don’t need to
be registered with the City of Dearborn, but
it is important to look out for their safety
and well-being.

Never let your pets outside unsupervised.
Make sure to keep up to date with your pet’s

health including vaccinations and spaying/
neutering.

Dearborn Dog Park (16301 Michigan Ave, Dearborn)

What you need to know: The City of Dearborn operates a fee-based,
member-only dog park where your four-legged friends can run off the
leash in designated sections for large and small dogs.

Before you go: Apply for a Dearborn Dog Park membership through the
City Clerk’s Office. Visit Dearborn.gov/DogPark or call 313-943-2030.

Pests

City of Dearborn services:

Animal Control services

Safe and effective rat removal services.

How you serve your community:

Pick up after your animals around your prop-
erty to avoid attracting pests.

Don't leave food or water outside as it could
attract pests, including rats.

Keep up with lawn care and avoid having tall
weeds, clutter, trash/litter, and empty boxes
or containers on or near your yard as this can
attract rats.

Don’t attempt to feed or approach wild ani-
mals or pets who are not your own.

Call Animal Control at 313-943-2079 if you
see an animal who appears to be sick, is be-
having strangely, or is acting aggressively.

Call 311if you notice rats residing on your

property or a neighbor’s.

Taxes & Water Bills

When are my property taxes due?

Property Taxes and Assessing
Process

How we serve you: Following State of Michigan
law, the City of Dearborn’s Assessing Department
evaluates the value of a home based on a pre-set
formula set by the State of Michigan. This number
is one of several factors that are multiplied against
the local millage rate, which is set and voted upon
by Dearborn voters, and used to determine how
much is owed in local property taxes per house-
hold.

The City of Dearborn’s Finance Department then
issues a bill to homeowners each winter and sum-
mer for the local taxes that they owe to the City.

Homeowners have a right to appeal their property
assessments at the Board of Review in March and
for specific reasons at the Board of Review in July
and December each year.

Winter taxes are due on Feb. 14 each year. Summer taxes are due on Sept. 14 annually, but can be
paid in installments in September, November, and January.

You can also sign up for automatic payments through the Finance/Treasury Department.

Something to keep in mind: Under State of Michigan law, the property assessment is uncapped
the year a home is purchased. Learn how your taxes are calculated and used by visiting

Dearborn.gov/propertytaxes.

Water Bills

What you need to know: The City of Dear-
born provides water services to all Dearborn
households. The City charges a fee for water
services, which is calculated and billed to resi-
dents every three months.

How to pay your water bill: You can pay your
water bill online at Dearborn.gov, by mail, or in
person at the Dearborn Administrative Center
by using the kiosk, drop-off box, or stop by the
Cashier’s Counter.

How you serve your community:

Pay your summer and winter property
tax bills on time online, by mail, or in
person at the Dearborn Administrative

Center by using the kiosk, drop-off box,
or stop by the Cashier’s Counter.

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Garage Sales & Block Parties

What you need to know: It's required to have a
license before hosting a garage or estate sale in
Dearborn. Block parties also require a license from
the City, in addition to an approved neighborhood
petition. Both licenses are issued for a fee.

How to get a license: Contact the City Clerk’s
Office at 313-943-2030 or drop by the Dearborn
Administrative Center to apply for a garage sale or
block party application. More information is avail-
able at Dearborn.gov.

Services for Dearborn residents
with disabilities:

The City of Dearborn is committed to ensuring
that services are accessible and inclusive. The City
provides a voluntary registry through the

police and fire departments for residents who may
require special consideration in an emergency.

The Dearborn Department of Parks & Recreation
also offers programs for residents with develop-
mental disabilities through Dearborn Specials.
